Proposal Submission Guidelines

A thorough and comprehensive book proposal can provide us with vision for any book. This includes:

1. Author and title information

· Provide the proposed book title and subtitle (if any). This information would be followed by the name of the author (in case of a single author book) or the leading author (in case of a multi-author book) with his affiliations, position and contact address and numbers. Further, list the details of the co-authors or tentative contributors with their affiliations.

2. Subject matter

· Write a brief note on the book you have planned to write, the purpose of writing it and the topics it would cover. All this information must be preceded by an introduction to the topic of the book.

· The description of the book must cover all the essential topics starting from Chapter 1 and progressing to subsequent chapters. 

· The reasons for writing this book must be in accordance with the present status of the subject and must always consider the future prospects of that field. You can cite a few examples of the already existing books in this area and justify in what way would this book be better than others.

· Give an outline of the book in TOC summarizing its section and sub-section headings.

· Estimate the total word count that would give you an idea of the length of the chapters and finally the estimated number of pages.

· The important point to note here is that the information provided in this section can be modified to some extent for promotional purposes.

3. Manuscript information

· Based on the content of the book, give an estimate of the expected number of pages in the book.

· Provide an estimate of the tentative date when we can expect the entire manuscript to be in for publication processes.
· Apart from the hard copy, we require you to submit an electronic file of the text, figures and tables. Specify the name of the software on which you would be preparing the text/figures/tables electronically.

· List any special features you would prefer to include in the book. This may vary for different subjects and can include Learning objectives, Concept checks, Keyterms, Multiple choice questions, their answers, Problems, Exercises and Assignments.
4. The market

· Identify the readership of your book. List the students, researchers, organisations or professionals who would be interested in buying this book and be benefitted reading this.
· Along with the mention of students, specify the course/semester for which this book would be meant for and the approximate number of students into these courses who would be buying this book.

5. Author’s previous works

· List all your contributions, publications and working experience. You may also briefly include your role and job responsibilities into this section.
6. Competition

· List a few competitive books existing in the market with their publication details, if possible.

· In what ways can your book prove better and ahead of the above-mentioned competitive books?

7. Reviews

· Provide a list of the competent reviewers whom you prefer to give an opinion on your work. In case, if you are not able to, then we can look for a few reviewers.
